OSU Sustainable Rural Communities Initiative

2006-07 Progress Report and 2007-08 Plan of Work
The Sustainable Rural Communities Initiative is building a new and unique model of University engagement with rural communities in teaching, research and outreach. The Initiative provides core support for a statewide, multi-disciplinary Rural Studies Program involving seven colleges and the Extension Service.
Building OSU’s Capacity
Faculty. The Initiative is supporting three tenure-track faculty:  Hannah Gosnell (PhD University of Colorado) who began tenure track teaching-research assistant professor position in the Department of Geosciences in Spring 2006; Monica Fisher (PhD Purdue University) who began tenure track teaching-research assistant professor position in the Department of Agricultural and Resource Economics in Summer 2006; and Roger Hammer (PhD University of Wisconsin) who began tenure track teaching-research assistant professor position in the Department of Sociology in Fall 2006.
OSU Extension Service supported hiring two fixed-term faculty for the Initiative: Bruce Sorte (MAIS, Oregon State University) began as Extension Community Economist in the Department of Agricultural and Resource Economics in Fall 2004; and Lena Etuk (MS, University of Wisconsin) who began as Community Demographer in the Extension Family & Community Development Program in the Department of Human Development and Family Sciences in Summer 2006.
In late 2006 Bruce Sorte resigned to take a position at University of Minnesota. The Department of Agricultural and Resource Economics has initiated a priority staffing request to refill this position.

Program Development: During Years 1 and 2, SRCI leadership built relationships with external stakeholders from government (Governor’s office, Office of Rural Policy, Oregon Progress Board, Association of Oregon Counties, League of Oregon Cities, tribal leadership, selected county commissioners and city managers), foundations (Ford Family Foundation, Northwest Area Foundation), nonprofits (Rural Development Initiatives, Oregon Food Bank,), and universities (administrators and faculty from Eastern Oregon University, University of Oregon and Portland State University, and from the Rural Policy Research Institute at the University of Missouri and the Western Rural Development Center at Utah State University). 

New relationships within the university system were built as 34 faculty members in 11 departments at OSU and from four other universities in the Oregon University System became Faculty Affiliates of the OSU Rural Studies Program, and participated in the symposia, research and outreach of the SRC Initiative.
Year 3 (2006-07) Progress
Significant progress was made in securing external funding for academic programs, research and outreach during 2006-2007. Rural Studies program faculty received 22 grants and contracts last year that generated over $1 million to support research, evaluation and outreach projects in rural areas during the next several years.
Progress was also made in leveraging Initiative funding to secure additional resources for research and outreach. The $11,500 invested in Innovative Grants during 2006-07 leveraged an additional $101,000 in funding for these projects.
The Initiative Plan of Work for Year 3 identified four program development activities, all of which were accomplished:
Development of a Strategic Plan for a Rural Studies Institute. After a meeting with the Provost in February to discuss the creation of a Rural Studies Institute at OSU, SRCI leadership began meeting with university and college administrators to design a Category I proposal for an Institute. A draft Category I proposal that identifies an organizational structure and a financial plan is under review by the Executive Committee.

RSP Faculty Fellows Program. In Fall 2007, nine OSU faculty members representing eight departments and Valley Library were invited to become Rural Studies Faculty Fellows. The Fellows program helped to expand the network of rural scholars on the OSU campus including faculty from four new departments and Valley Library, increasing opportunities for interdisciplinary collaboration in research, teaching, and outreach. Fellows  participated in a weekly seminar series, in several networking events, and have strengthened the rural dimensions of their work. Ruth Vondracek (Valley Library), for example, is working to building the rural collection at the Library and has become a key contributor to the Rural Community Explorer project. Larry Enochs (Science and Math Education) incorporated outreach to rural Oregon into a grant application for a project to improve math and science education in the classroom. As their terms end, Faculty Fellows will be invited to become RSP Faculty Affiliates.
Fall 2006 Symposium: “The Engaged University: Building University-Community Partnerships” In November the Rural Studies Program hosted its Fall Symposium, The Engaged University: Building University-Community Partnerships, co-sponsored with the Western Rural Development Center. The symposium featured Kenneth Reardon from Cornell University and John Allen from the Western Rural Development Center. Top university and community leaders were invited to speak to an audience of university faculty and community partners.
Faculty/Community Engagement Workshop. About 40 university faculty and their community partners representing eight University-Community partnerships attended a half day workshop on developing action plans for community-university engagement. The draft MOU between OSU Rural Studies Program and the Wallowa Mountain Institute is one example of the strengthened partnerships resulting from this event.

The Rural Studies Program also reached out to rural scholars at other universities by organizing a one-day program on Fundamentals of Spatial Economics prior to the July 2007 annual meeting of the American Agricultural Economics Association in Portland. This event gave 95 faculty and graduate students in agricultural economics and regional science from around the world the opportunity to interact with five leading spatial economists from Canada, New Zealand and the United States. 
Plan for Year 4 (2007-08)

In the coming year, the Rural Studies Program will focus on establishing an institute of rural studies. Building on collaborations between seven colleges and ten departments, an Institute can help to make OSU a national leader in assisting rural communities while also providing dynamic, adaptive programs in academics, research and outreach. The Category I proposal for the institute will be submitted in Fall of 2007.
Academic Programs
The SRC Initiative developed the first Rural Policy concentration in a Masters of Public Policy (MPP) Program in the country in the Fall of 2005, enrolling 7 students the first year. The Initiative also funded three place-based experiential courses in Year 1 that continue to be offered. A new e-course AREc/PS/SOC 407 Current Issues in Rural Policy (offered through OSU Extended Campus) was created in Year 2. 
Year 3 (2006-07) Progress

This year was the second year of a Rural Policy Concentration in the Master of Public Policy Program and the first year of the Ph.D. in Applied Anthropology. Over half of the MPP students this year enrolled in courses with an emphasis on rural issues, and over half of the graduating students (4 out of 7) completed MPP essays on rural issues such as hunger, barriers to community involvement, and developing Latino leadership. During the past year, MPP students interned at the Governor’s Office, the Oregon Department of Education, and The Oregon Consortium and Workforce Alliance. 
Rural Studies place-based experiential courses have continued to be popular with students: about 40 students participated in these courses in 2006-07.  In Communities and Natural Resources (FOR 599/699), students again traveled to rural Oregon communities to learn about the relationship between natural resources and community well-being. Students in Culture of Food, Hunger, and Poverty (ANTH 499/599) studied issues such as sustainable agriculture, emergency food systems, rural dynamics, and industrial agriculture. Forest Resources and Anthropology are moving to make their course offerings permanent and have submitted the necessary administrative materials to create unique course numbers. Learning Through Listening: Native American Issues in Rural Oregon Communities (ES 499/599) took students to the rural communities of Klamath Falls and Chiloquin where they interacted with the Klamath native population and related community stakeholders to investigate the issues that bind and separate them.  The course was highlighted in an article in the Corvallis Gazette-Times: http://www.gazettetimes.com/articles/2007/03/31/news/top_story/2aaa01_springbreakcourse.txt. 

The academic programs generated by the Sustainable Rural Communities Initiative have had remarkable success in placing students in positions of responsibility. A majority of the 2007 graduates supported by the Rural Studies Program or active in the Master of Public Policy rural concentration went on to get jobs as analysts in Oregon state government and well-known organizations working in Oregon’s rural communities. Two MPP graduates are currently employed with Rural Development Initiatives, an Oregon-based nonprofit dedicated to building the capacity of rural leaders and facilitating economic and community development, and another has taken a position in the Oregon Small Schools Initiative of the nonprofit Employers for Educational Excellence. Four RSP-supported/MPP graduates have gotten jobs at the Oregon Department of Housing and Community Services, the Oregon Progress Board and the Oregon Employment Department. 

The Initiative Plan of Work for Year 3 identified three sets of planned activities in academic programs, all of which were successfully advanced:
Three new courses for 2006-07. RSP Faculty developed three new courses:
· Rural Communities and Demography (SOC 499/599) offered by Roger Hammer. The course explores the conceptual and quantitative dimensions of rurality in America, focusing on the contemporary demographic, cultural, economic, ecological, and social psychological foundations of rural policy and on spatial analysis techniques. This course is scheduled to be taught on a regular basis.
· Contemporary Rural Issues Seminar (SOC 507). Both faculty members and graduate students participated in this weekly seminar series offered Winter and Spring of 2007. Speakers included Tom Gallagher of the Ford Family Foundation, State Senator Ted Ferrioli, and Jim St. Martin from the Confederated Tribes of Umatilla Department of Children and Family Services. Rural Studies faculty and students also presented their current research projects. This course is planned to be offered each Winter and Spring.
· During Fall 2006, the Rural Studies Program, in collaboration with the University of Oregon, offered Community Indicators and Rural Sustainability (AREC/SOC/PS 505). This course was created to support a research/outreach project funded by the Ford Family Foundation in which Rural Studies faculty were designing a set of economic, social and environmental indicators that could be used to track community vitality. Draft community indicators developed by the class for three rural communities in the Coquille Valley are being used by The Ford Family Foundation and the Rural Studies Program.

International Comparative Rural Policy Studies Consortium. OSU Rural Studies Program became a member of this Consortium (currently involving Canada, European Union countries, and the United States and soon to involve Latin America with leadership at the University of Missouri) during 2006-07. With support from the MPP program, two MPP students participated in a program in June of 2007 in rural Catalonia in Spain. 
Rural Studies Certificates. Brent Steel conducted a national needs assessment of the demand for rural studies education this last spring by sending a questionnaire to the 800+ universities/departments on the MPP recruitment list. The data are now ready to analyze to determine demand/structure of the degree.  RSP will be meeting with Ecampus later this summer to design a proposal for both undergraduate and graduate Rural Studies Certificates.
Plan for Year 4 (2007-08)

PhD minor in Rural Sustainability with IGERT Funding. The Program received an invitation in July from the National Science Foundation Integrative Graduate Education and Research Traineeship Program (IGERT) to submit a full proposal based upon its Rural Sustainability IGERT pre-proposal submitted in April 2007. The Rural Studies Program will propose a graduate education program that builds an interdisciplinary faculty-student research and learning community and would create a PhD minor in Rural Sustainability. 

Three signature RSP multidisciplinary experiential rural courses. The Program will continue to offer (for the third time) Communities and Natural Resources (FOR 599/699), Culture of Food, Hunger, and Poverty (ANTH 499/599), and Learning Through Listening: Native American Issues in Rural Oregon Communities (ES 499/599). RSP will also continue to offer the Ecourse on rural policy.
Ethnographic Field Methods (ANTH 499/599). The Department of Anthropology has created the new course to be offered Summer of 2007. This course, which supports the new PhD in Applied Anthropology, takes students to Lakeview, OR to learn ethnographic methods by interviewing young people, the elderly, and people with low-incomes, and contributes to  ongoing research on community food systems. 

AREc/PS 507 Politics and Policy in Natural Resources and Rural Communities. Based on the success of the Community Indicator and Rural Sustainability course, AREc/PS 407/507 Politics and Policy in Agriculture and Natural Resources has been redesigned into a new alternate-year graduate level course that involve students in ongoing rural research and outreach. Each time the course is offered, it will involve students in a current research/outreach project related to natural resources and rural communities. This year’s course will complement and support a research project examining Federal policies on shared-revenues to local governments from federal lands. Students will have the opportunity to interact with Federal legislators and agency officials, state legislators and county government officials who will be invited to share their knowledge and perspectives on current policy and alternatives being considered. 
Research and policy analysis 
During Years 1 and 2, the initiative supported new multi-disciplinary cross-college research on housing, land use, community vitality, food insecurity, homelessness and natural resource/community links in rural communities. SRCI supported five Innovative Grant Fund research projects in four colleges. Four of these projects have had extensive involvement with local stakeholders in developing collaborative learning communities committed to improving local conditions and most have subsequently leveraged external funding.
Year 3 (2006-07) Progress
The Initiative Plan of Work for Year 3 identified two research goals, each of which was achieved: 
Develop rural research proposals for external funding. As noted above, Rural Studies program faculty received 22 grants and contracts last year that generated over $1 million to support research and evaluation projects in rural areas during the next several years. 
Rural Studies Research Roundtables. The Department of Sociology sponsored two Rural Studies Roundtables during Fall 2006 as planned. These were expanded (from 2 presentations per term to 10 per term) by creating the Contemporary Rural Issues Seminar (SOC 507), a quarter-long seminar series during Winter and Spring coordinated by Roger Hammer, as noted above.
Overview of Year 3 research projects

The RSP research projects in Year 3 focused on (1) land use; (2) migration and rural youth; and (3) food systems and food insecurity. The research generated 21 journal articles, 3 working papers, and 2 book chapters. 

Land use research projects examined the social and ecological implications of land ownership change and land conversion and ways in which communities can cultivate and capitalize on potential synergies emerging from alliances between old and new while simultaneously mitigating the conflicts that can arise with increasing rural heterogeneity:

· How Does Oregon’s State Land Use Planning System Affect Rural Sustainability? Collaborative, Multidisciplinary Learning in the Klamath Basin, (led by Hannah Gosnell, Department of Geosciences) funded by the Rural Studies Program’s Innovative Project Fund. This project engaged Klamath Basin citizens and decision-makers in an analysis of how Oregon’s current land use planning system affects agricultural landowners’ ability to manage their land and water sustainability. The original project will expand during the 2007-2008 school year with additional funding from the IWW-USGS minigrant program.

· Evaluating Forest and Rangeland Development in the Western U.S. (led by Roger Hammer, Department of Sociology), funded by the U.S. Forest Service, analyzes patterns of housing development and wildland-urban-interface changes in Washington, Oregon and California.

· Growth in the Wildland Urban Interface and its Implications for Wildland Fire Use, (led by Roger Hammer, Department of Sociology) funded by the U.S. Forest Service, explores the implications of rural residential growth for land management in rural Oregon communities.

· The Co-Production of Land Use and Livelihood Change in Rural Malawi (Monica Fisher in the Department of Agricultural and Resource Economics) funded by the National Science Foundation Human and Social Dynamics Program, is an interdisciplinary research project that integrates household surveys, economic household models, geographic information systems, and historical analysis to analyze the concept of co-production as a feature of livelihood and land use systems in southern Malawi. 
Migration and rural youth research projects explored the effects of education and local economic conditions on migration and poverty, the impact of community characteristics on physical activity of rural youth, and on community strategies to better serve homeless youth in rural communities.
· Education, Migration and Poverty (Bruce Weber and Monica Fisher, Department of Agricultural and Resource Economics) funded by the Economic Research Service, explores the role of education and labor markets in outmigration of rural adults to urban areas and how education and migration affect eventual poverty status 
· Physical Activity and Rural Environments: Perspectives of Hispanic and Non-Hispanic Rural Youth (Kate MacTavish Department of Human Development and Family Sciences) funded by the College of Health and Human Sciences, examines how social and physical characteristics shape physical activity among low-income and Latino youth in a rural Oregon community.
· Homeless Youth Services in Douglas County: From Two Perspectives (Mark Edwards, Department of Sociology) funded by Douglas County, identified particular elements of rural social settings that make the provision of homeless youth services uniquely challenging and assisted local services providers and agencies in choosing strategic service improvements to assist homeless youth.
Rural Studies Program faculty and students explored both global and local food and agricultural systems (including local connections of production, processing and consumption in rural communities and their surrounding regions) and factors affecting food insecurity in rural and urban places. 
· Faculty and graduate students (led by Nancy Rosenberger and Joan Gross, Department of Anthropology) studied rural-city integration between specialized farmers/ ranchers and niche markets, farmers’ markets, and food banks. This study will be enriched by a four-week community-based summer course on qualitative methods that focuses on the food system in a remote rural community in Summer 2007. 
· State Agency and NGO Impacts on Well Being of Vulnerable Populations in West Coast States: The Case of Food Insecurity and Hunger (led by Mark Edwards, Department of Sociology) funded by the West Coast Poverty Center at the University of Washington, explores how coordinated efforts by agencies and NGOs, differing economic conditions, and state population and geographic characteristics, influence measured rates of hunger and food insecurity. 

Plan for Year 4 (2007-08)

A unifying and cutting-edge aspect of the RSP research program is the development of a Long Term Community Research (LTCR) program at Oregon State University. Modeled loosely on the Long Term Ecological Research (LTER) program, the LTCR will be an interdisciplinary panel study of rural community dynamics that combines (1) long-term tracking and modeling of community social, economic, environmental and institutional indicators; (2) long-term geospatial monitoring of land use, demographic and economic change; and (3) information from qualitative research and formal interviews of community members that explores both economic and social community dynamics and the impacts of public policy changes “on the ground.” 
The LTCR program will be developed over the next three years. An initial step in the development of the LTCR program is a research project Changing Federal County Payments Policy and Rural Oregon Counties: Impacts and Options. This 18-month study is funded by the Ford Family Foundation, the Association of Oregon Counties and the Eastern Oregon Rural Alliance. It will focus on the impacts of the reduction in Federal payments to counties on local services and citizens and community well-being. 
Rural Studies faculty this year began to expand their efforts in climate change research as part of the Long Term Ecological Research project. Scientists at Oregon State University and the H.J. Andrews Long Term Ecological Research site in Oregon’s Cascade Mountains examine evidence for climate change and its effects. Brent Steel in the Department of Political Science will work with Denise Lach in the Department of Sociology and others to further develop this project on climate change in rural communities. There is also an international research component to this project, which will include a comparative study of rural communities and climate change in Eastern Europe, building on a previous National Academies of Science INTREU grant examining natural resource management and environmental policy in Bulgaria.
The Rural Studies Program externally-funded research effort will continue to expand during the 2007-2008 academic year. Building on the foundation of the $1 million in grants and contracts secured during 2006-07, RSP research will explore a diverse set of programs and issues that are critical to community economic and social viability in rural areas. Research will examine such issues as land use changes in rural areas; governance structures for resource use and conservation; financing social services and roads in rural counties; policies and programs affecting food insecurity and poverty; how rural people make ends meet in a third world context; and programs for enhancing parenting skills and improving the health of rural youth.
Outreach and Engagement
In Year 1, SRCI faculty helped local leaders understand policy impacts and economic alternatives with community economic analyses in 15 counties, analyzed social networks in 12 rural communities, gathered information from city officials about their needs and concerns in the 2005 Survey of Oregon Local Government Officials, and provided local official and community leader education by co-sponsoring two economic development workshops.
In Year 2, SRCI faculty initiated a Community Indicators Project which produced a guide to community indicators and online databases of community indicators and created a website that features community indicator information for all 36 counties in Oregon.

Community economic analyses were completed on recreation in Detroit Lake and the Upper North Santiam Canyon, wind energy development in Umatilla County, and county fairs in selected Oregon counties. Year 2 also saw the inauguration of County College (a nine-month county commissioner training and certification program with the OSU Extension Service and the Association of Oregon Counties and of the OUS Rural Policy Working Group initiated with the Governor’s Office of Rural Policy and other Oregon universities that meets three times a year to discuss mutual interests and possible joint projects. 

Year 3 (2006-07) Progress
With the support of the Sustainable Rural Communities Initiative, the Rural Studies Program is developing stronger relationships with collaborating organizations whose goals involve improving social, economic and environmental conditions in rural areas. RSP faculty invested heavily this year in projects seeking to involve community leaders and youth in gathering, evaluating and using information about their local social and economic conditions. 

Stronger Partnerships. The Rural Studies Program is developing strategic partnerships with communities, nonprofits, and government agencies. A memorandum of understanding is being developed between the Wallowa Mountain Institute and the Rural Studies Program that will create a partnership for community engagement that helps both WRI and rural researchers understand conditions and policy impacts in Wallow County. While not formalized by memoranda of understanding, relationships with the Governor’s Office of Rural Policy, the Association of Oregon Counties, Eastern Oregon Rural Alliance and The Ford Family Foundation have expanded during 2006-2007. These collaborations provide resources, both financial and knowledge-based, to strengthen the Rural Studies Program’s ability to provide services, research, and outreach to scholars, students, and Oregon’s rural communities.

Involvement of Community Residents in Community Indicator and Asset Mapping
The OSU Rural Studies Program was involved in four projects last year that involved local leaders and youth in developing, evaluating and using community-level information about economic, social, institutional and environmental conditions and trends. 

· With support from the Ford Family Foundation, the Community Indicators Project developed an initial set of indicators that will be used by local governments and community development organizations to track and evaluate the performance of their community. These indicators will become part of the Rural Community Explorer 
· Flaxen Conway (Department of Sociology) Bryan Tilt (Department of Anthropology) worked with rural coastal communities on a Rural Studies Program Innovative Grant Fund Project entitled Improving Community Profiles for Oregon Coastal Fishing Communities. This project involved community researchers in Garibaldi, Newport, and Port Orford in gathering community data on “fishing community perceptions” for use in developing fishery management policy. 
· Hannah Gosnell (Department of Geosciences) and Lena Etuk (Extension Family and Community Development) worked with two graduate students to design and offer a course to 15 Chiloquin High School seniors. Students were introduced to tools for geographic analysis, and applied these tools to explore the concepts of sustainability through the assessment of the social and ecological impacts of dam removal in their community. 
· Peter Little, Ph.D. student in Applied Anthropology, worked with community members in Alsea to develop a course to middle school students. Students will use anthropological methods for asset mapping in the Alsea community. 

The Initiative Plan of Work for Year 3 identified five planned outreach activities, all of which were successfully advanced:
Oregon Community Vitality Initiative. RSP leadership has worked actively with Vice Provost for Outreach and Engagement Scott Reed and OSU Extension Service faculty in moving forward Extension’s Oregon Community Vitality Initiative to build the capacity of Extension to work with rural communities on economic, social and environmental issues. 
Community Economic and Demographic Analysis and Outreach. Extension Social Demographer Lena Etuk continues to develop educational support and applied research on issues of concern to rural communities. A major effort this year was initiation of the Rural Community Explorer (see below). Before he left to take a position at University of Minnesota, Community Economist Bruce Sorte finalized the report Oregon County Fairs: An Economic Impact Analysis  that assessed their impact on local economies within their respective counties. He also helped the Oregon Department of Agriculture understand economic links between agriculture and the wider economy in Oregon.

Rural Community Explorer. The Rural Studies Program secured funding from the Ford Family Foundation to partner with OSU Libraries in 2007-08 in developing a prototype of the Rural Community Explorer using Library technologies and existing Oregon Explorer frameworks. The site will eventually be a place-based portal that allows individuals anywhere in the world to access county and community specific data and archival materials on their community as well as research on current issues facing rural communities. This would become the most comprehensive website on rural communities in Oregon featuring community economic, social, and environmental indicators. 
Extension Leadership Program for Latino adults. The Rural Studies Program received an OSU Extension Innovative Grant to develop and pilot a program in 2006-2007 in leadership training for Latino men and women to empower them to become more involved in their schools and local and state governments on issues that are of concern to them. MPP graduate student Sara Curiel worked with leadership specialist Ann Schauber to adapt materials from existing leadership programs to make them culturally appropriate. They piloted the program with Latino adults in two Oregon communities.
Rural Issues Briefs. The Rural Studies Program and OSU Extension Service are inaugurating a series of rural issues briefs summarizing research findings for policy and citizen audiences The first of these will be online in Fall 2007.
Plan for Year 4 (2007-08)

Rural Community Explorer. In collaboration with the Oregon State University Library and building on investments made by The Ford Family Foundation in 2006 – 2007 in the Rural Community Indicators project., the Rural Studies Program will develop the Rural Community Explorer, a web-based information portal/archive that will allow community residents and officials, agencies and businesses, universities and philanthropic organizations to access county and community specific information. The specific information to be developed in Phase I of the Rural Community Explorer will include: (1) social, economic and environmental indicators of community vitality, incorporated into a community prosperity model for each community; (2) relevant social, economic, environmental and demographic profiles of each community; and (3) related community-specific spatial/map data, relevant reports and documents, news articles, maps, and photos from the library archives and other sources. 
Collaborative Governance in the West: Prospects, Problems, and Theory. On October 1-2, the Rural Studies Program will host its Fall Symposium in collaboration with the Institute for Natural Resources, the Institute for Water and Watersheds, the Master of Public Policy Program, and the Thomas S. Foley Institute for Public Policy and Public Service at Washington State University. Leading researchers and practitioners in the field will examines the issues surrounding collaborative governance of environmental and natural resource issues in the Western United States. 

Based on the success of the Fall 2006 conference on Community-University Partnerships, RSP is planning to develop an Annual Conference for Community-Based Research with the Division of Outreach and Engagement, featuring the work of OSU researchers and Extension faculty who are involved in participatory and community-based research.
